99% of EOP students entering Cal Poly Pomona meet the University's regular L7
admission requirements, we provide ACCESS for a limited number of first-time anoﬁ Iz
freshmen who do not qualify. ”

EOP LOUNGE

A dedicated space is available
for all EOP students providing a
quiet area to study and connect
with other students.
