HIGH SCHOOL SCENE & TECHNICAL OLYMPICS FESTIVAL **FRIDAY JAN 8TH, 2016**
Preparations are underway for the 2016 HSSF, we have scheduled the Festival for Friday, January 8th, 2016, which promises to be a truly amazing event.  It will be the first scene festival of the year, so you can use it to preview new works or polish old ones for the SCETA Festival.  PLEASE NOTE: There is a $150 per school entry fee. 
For those of you that may not be familiar with this exciting festival, let me briefly describe the day.  The Scene Festival and Tech Olympics is a daylong event of exciting theatrical activity, which lasts from 8:30 AM to 5:00 PM.  Each school may bring up to 3 scenes with each scene no more than 10 minutes in length to be presented on our University stages in 3  “round-robin” competitions.  When not slotted to perform, the participants have the opportunity to enroll in a variety of workshops including voice, improvisation, cold readings, audition techniques and stage combat.    For those interested in design and technical areas of theatre, we feature workshops such as scene painting, makeup and model making.  
All students in attendance are required to be either performing, rehearsing or attending the workshops.  Please encourage students who just want a free day to stay on their own campus. 

After a busy morning, we take a one-hour lunch break, followed by our popular “Technical Olympics”.   During this raucous time, competitors vie in  “Olympic” style against a clock in events such as “flat lashing,” “light focus frenzy,” and “the costume quick-change.”    Students enjoy cheering on their peers in feats of technical skill. 
Once again we will have scholarship auditions for prospective Cal Poly students only.  This will be a closed event with prior registration required.  
As the Tech Olympics wind down, we announce the finalists in the festival of scenes and retire to the University Theatre where they perform again for the last round of judging.  Awards/certificates are given for events held throughout the day ranging from best actor to the fastest quick costume change. 

We hope you will join us for a day of dramatic arts and collaboration. This will not be the same old HSSF of past years.  So please bring your best work and enthusiastic players.  Please fax your interest and information ASAP, for the event fills up quickly.
