e Cal Poly Pomona helped support over $2.9 billion in increased earnings in
2018 for its alumni across California.

billion in economic impact, supported 41,773 jobs, created $2.17 billion in
labor income, and resulted in roughly $337 million in state and local taxes in
California.

e Cal Poly Pomona ranked No. 6 in the nation among the universities that help
low-income students find financial success after graduation, according to the
“2020 Social Mobility Index.” Cal Poly Pomona has earned recognition as
the highest-ranking polytechnic university in the nation and is one of only four
CSU campuses that has ranked in the top 20 for seven consecutive years.
