WAVE Testing Results


Accessibility Criticality Levels 
Criticality levels 1, 2, and 3 can potentially lead to violations of Section 508 and the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

Level 1 (Fail - Severe Barrier): The accessibility issue creates a severe barrier that prevents the analyst from completing the core function of the page or application.

Level 2 (Fail - Major Barrier): The accessibility issue creates a major barrier for the analyst in completing the core function. The analyst is forced to use advanced methods that the average user may not turn to, and thus, would be forced to give up on completing the core function.

	3.3.4 Error Prevention (Legal, Financial, Data) (AA) 
	For Web pages that cause legal commitments or financial transactions for the user to occur, that modify or delete user-controllable data in data storage systems, or that submit user test responses, at least one of the following is true: submissions are reversible, data entered is checked for input errors and user is provided an opportunity to correct them, and mechanism is available for reviewing, confirming, and correcting information before finalizing the submission.
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
