BLC Contact information and Office Location
Contact information ~
If you have questions during any part of the process, please contact our department via email at leadership@cpp.edu. You can also contact the department by phone at (909) 869-2841. Our department is here to support you through this process and look forward to assisting you in your leadership development.
Office location ~
The BLC office is in Building 26 – Room 124 (in the old stables) and is open M-F from 8 am to 5 pm, unless it is a university holiday and the campus is closed.
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Bronco Leadership Fund Eligibility ~
There are certain eligibility requirements that must be met. To be eligible, you must not be applying for funding for the following: 
· Study abroad programs                         
· Student group dances
· Leadership retreats or banquets
· Religious or political events
· Instructionally Related Activities (IRA)
· Fundraisers
· Class projects
· Senior projects
The Bronco Leadership Fund Committee reviews all applications and will deny your application for funding if it does not meet eligibility requirements. Please keep this list in mind before you submit your application. 
Other Guidelines:
· You can only receive funding from the Bronco Leadership Fund once per academic year. This is the year that you were accepted, not the date you are reimbursed.
· For example, if you applied in April and you get reimbursed in August, you can still apply in September for the following Academic Year.
· Your application is due BEFORE you travel.
· We encourage you to submit your application as soon as possible. The funds are on a first come, first served basis.
· Failure to submit ALL required paperwork in a timely manner will result in loss of funds, even if you are preliminarily approved.

Applying for the Bronco Leadership Fund 
Things to keep in mind before applying ~
· If you are traveling as a group, each member of the group requesting funding must apply individually and pay for ALL of their individual travel expenses.
· IMPORTANT NOTE: You can only be reimbursed for expenses under your name and paid for by you. If someone books your hotel or airfare, you will not be reimbursed for these expenses and the other person cannot be reimbursed for your expenses.
· We can only reimburse each applicant up to the approved amount. Anything above that approved amount will NOT be reimbursed.
· Please be advised that it can take a few months to get reimbursed. We appreciate your patience.
Where do I apply? ~
To apply, please complete the Application for the Bronco Leadership Fund.
Please note, you must be logged into your CPP account to access this form. 
Tips:
· We encourage you to prepare the information you will need for your application (listed below) prior to starting your application as there are required responses that if left unanswered will not allow you to continue and submit. 
· Once complete, please save your responses in case you need to make any edits. This also serves as your receipt of submission.

1. Your Contact Information

2. Details about the professional development opportunity you are seeking funding support
· Professional development type (a list is provided, please choose one)
· A description of your travel or event information
· Upload any supporting documentation (acceptance letter, invite, or registration)
· Dates of travel (if applicable)
· Location of event or travel location(s)
· Total amount that you are requesting
· The fund can only refund up to $1500 for each approved application
· Completed Bronco Leadership Fund Itemized Budget excel
· A completed and signed release of liability form (https://www.cpp.edu/rms/forms/release-of-liability-2022.pdf)
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Application Review Process
1)  Applications are reviewed by the Bronco Leadership Fund committee on or around the 16th of every month
2) You will be notified of approval or denial 1 to 2 weeks after the committee meets if you applied in that month's window. Monthly windows are from the 16th to the 15th of every month. (Ex. February window is February 16th to March 15th)
3) If your application is denied, you will be informed of the reason.
· Common reasons include:
·  The event requested is on the list that cannot be funded
· The student event fund has reached its fiscal yearly limit
· You have already been funded this academic year
4) If your application is approved, you will be notified of the total amount of expenses the fund will reimburse you. This will be based on your request and funds available.
After Approval ~
1) If you are approved, you are required to speak with MC (Maria Cerce), Senior Coordinator for Leadership, before your trip. 
2) Please email at mcerce@cpp.edu to schedule a time to speak or meet in person, via zoom/teams. 
a. Please prepare any and all questions prior to this meeting so that you can get the answers you need to ensure success.
b. Please have your up-to-date calendar available so that you can schedule a follow-up appointment within 5 business days of your professional development opportunity.
3) Enjoy your professional development opportunity!
4) Complete the Bronco Leadership Fund Packet.
5) Wait for Your Reimbursement.
6) Confirm Your Receipt of Reimbursement by emailing leadership@cpp.edu stating you received your reimbursement.
a. If there are any issues or discrepancies, please email MC (mcerce@cpp.edu). 
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Bronco Leadership Fund Packet
What is the Bronco Leadership Fund Packet? ~
The Bronco Leadership Fund Packet is all the documentation we submit to Accounts Payable to get the money from the fund reimbursed to you. You will sit down with MC to ensure this packet is complete. MC will submit the completed packet to Accounts Payable. Failure to meet with MC or to include the correct information and documentation will result in the loss of fund reimbursement.
The Bronco Leadership Fund packet must include:
· Itemized receipts or bank statements that show your name and the last 4 digits of your card and the location where the charge occurred
· A photo of the card or cards used (that match the receipts) they must include your name and the last 4 digits of your card
· Your signed release of liability form
· Your event or travel supporting documentation
· A name badge from the event (if given one)
· A certificate that you attended (if given one)
· A completed Direct Pay Form, processed by BLC, e-signed by you
· A completed Travel Expense Form, processed by BLC, e-signed by you
Preparing Your Packet ~
Within 5 business days after completing your professional development, you must meet with MC. Email or bring ALL your receipts and a photo of the card you used/the card you used. During your appointment, we can scan receipts, black out any personal information via Adobe, and complete all required paperwork.
a. The goal for the meeting is to finalize the packet required to receive reimbursement.
i. Remember that many of the required documents needed have already been submitted in your application request and the BLC should have them on file.
Once you receive your reimbursement, please email leadership@cpp.edu to confirm, so that we are aware that everything is complete.
