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Guide: How to Cite Generative AI
Any time you use generative artificial intelligence (AI), you are required to create an MLA end citation and include it on your Works Cited page. (Make sure you review the section in the syllabus about what kind of AI use is not allowed). If you don't include a citation, you are violating the plagiarism policy of our class. (See the Plagiarism Policy section of the syllabus for more information). What you type into the generative AI program (like ChatGPT) is called a prompt, so you will copy and paste the entire prompt into your end citation--even if it's several sentences long. If you ask follow-up prompts, you'll create a citation for each additional prompt.
I haven't found a citation generator yet that will create MLA citations for AI, so you will have to fill in the information in the order below, using the same punctuation and italics as the template.
(Note: You are not required to use AI. However, understanding how to use it ethically is an important skill in a world that is pouring massive amounts of money into its development).
MLA End Citation Template
“Text of prompt” prompt. Program, Day Month version, Company, Day Month Year that you accessed it, website.
MLA End Citation Example
“Explain how antibiotics work to a 10-year-old” prompt. ChatGPT, 13 Feb. version, OpenAI, 16 Feb. 2023, chat.openai.com.
