Can I use AI?
Learning to use generative artificial intelligence (AI) responsibly and ethically is an important skill in today’s society. These tools can serve as incredible assistants, so you may use AI, but only for specific purposes:
You may NOT use generative AI (like ChatGPT) to write all or sections of your assignments for you, to proofread (like Grammarly) or translate for you, to replace your own research, to create citations, or to provide evidence of critical reading. If you just copy and paste AI-generated writing to submit as your work, you are using it wrong, you are plagiarizing, and you will earn a zero. (See the Plagiarism Policy). However, you may use AI programs to understand a topic well enough to create specific search terms for research, to help you clarify your own ideas and brainstorm, and to help create outlines and logical organization with your ideas. We will practice some of these uses this semester.
Generative AI tools have limitations: 
· Useful results come from useful prompts. 
· Don’t trust anything it says. Assume it is wrong unless you check the claims, numbers, or “facts” with reliable sources. The current AI models will confidently repeat factual errors. You will be responsible for any errors or missing info. 
· You must give credit any time you use AI programs. You must cite the AI model you use along with your prompts in your source list at the end of your writing: https://style.mla.org/citing-generative-ai/. If you do not give credit, you are plagiarizing.
Plagiarism Policy
"Understanding academic integrity, including how to report others' words and ideas fairly and with appropriate credit, is a vital skill of this class. Having academic integrity means having the courage to uphold honesty, fairness, responsibility, respect, and trust—even when doing so is difficult. One of the key components is giving credit where it's due. When you present someone else's (or a computer program's) work as your own, it is an injustice (to classmates who do their own work): it is hypocrisy (pretense of authorship); it is theft (of someone else’s work), so the consequences are serious" (Department of English & Modern Languages, 2022). Presenting work from generative AI (like Chat GPT or Grammarly) as your own is plagiarism. (See the "Can I use AI?" section of the syllabus).
 
I will teach and review how to incorporate information and cite it appropriately (including any allowed use of AI). You need to make sure you learn and apply the rules and ask questions about assignments early.
 Plagiarism will result in a zero on the assignment, you may fail the class, and you may be reported to CPP for academic dishonesty.
