¢ KHC students must be in good standing to apply.
-(8.3 GPA, enrolled in at least 12 units, be up to date on CE requirements)
-To check your progress in the KHC program, go to the KHC Canvas page Grade Book
¢ Students are limited to one request per academic year with priority of funding given to
first-time applicants.
* Recipients must publicly acknowledge the Kellogg Honors College support.
¢ Recipients shall provide a brief report of experience for the KHC newsletter.

* Proposals will be reviewed on a first come first serve basis and must be submitted for
review and approval prior to travel or purchases made.

¢ Please submit proposals a minimum of 30 days prior to travel.
* No funding will be provided for travel or purchases already completed.

¢ Approval of grant funding is contingent on meeting eligibility criteria, strength of
application, and on availability of funds in the KHC Budget. Budget funding is subject to
change from term to term and can change without notice.

¢ International Experience Research Enrichment Grants

-Awards will not exceed $1000.
-Travel funds are disbursed upon return from travel.
-Original receipts must be presented for reimbursement.

® Research and Academic Enrichment Grants

-Travel Requests
-In-state travel grants will not exceed $200
-Out-of-state travel grants will not exceed $300
-Travel funds are disbursed upon return from travel.

-Original receipts must be presented for reimbursement.



-Research Supplies
-Grants for supplies will not exceed $400.

-Funds will be in the form of reimbursements for proposed supplies or services
related to research project.

-Original receipts must be presented for reimbursement.
-Recipients shall submit a short report on the progress of research supported by
grant.
