Beginning in the Spring of 2024 of my 2nd year, [
had the privilege to join the Construction Management
Division at the Port of Long Beach as an Engineering
Intern. Working out of the 2nd busiest Cargo Port in
the Western Hemisphere has not only shaped my
passion for Civil Engineering, but it has also opened up
various opportunities for me after graduation.

Throughout my internship, I supported numerous
multi-million-dollar Capital Improvement Initiatives to
improve the Port Complex’s efficiency and productivity.
The projects include the addition of one and a half
miles of new railroad track across Terminal Island, the
expansion of a port terminal within Pier E, installation
of Zero-Emission Electric Charging Stations, and the
management of a Rubble/Recycling site. Each of these
projects can include field and site meetings, quantity
takeoffs, cost estimation, contractor coordination,
document controls, and monthly payment applications.

Working on large-scale projects has been an exciting
process. I have witnessed projects going from a
beginning concept on paper to final completion in real
time. As I celebrate 2 years at the port and nearing
graduation this May, I want to express my appreciation
to my coworkers, professors, and the KHC for
supporting me in my professional and personal growth
so far, and I am excited for what the future has in store.
