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It's with tears and a lot of sadness that we learned Dr. Paul
Hiemenz, creator of SEES and Emeritus Chemistry Professor,
passed away. Dr. Hiemenz created the SEES program in 1987
and mentored hundreds of students who felt the direct impact
of his guidance, love and dedication. His influence is felt 37
years after the program’s creation as it has helped launch
thousands of students into their careers and has helped
students during their Cal Poly Pomona journey by offering a
community, mentoring, advising, academic support,
professional development, financial support, and a home. Dr.
Hiemenz was awarded the Outstanding Professor Award by the
University in 1970.

Dr. Hiemenz was a very- loved and dedicated professor in the
College of Science for 36 years from 1965 to 1999. He was the
author of two Chemistry textbooks, and a generous
philanthropist to future generations attending his beloved
academic institutions. He was the benefactor of the Paul C.
Hiemenz Award, which continues to be awarded each year to
the SEES student that best demonstrates academic
excellence, leadership and contribution to the program. He enjoyed reading, and loved traveling to all parts
of the world, especially Hawaii and Mexico. He nurtured his artistic side creating pastel drawings of his
favorite trip locations, attending plays especially at the Ahmanson and Pasadena Playhouse, and jazz
concerts at the Hollywood bowl. Dr. Hiemenz will be missed greatly and we are indebted to him for the
incredible contributions he made to the Cal Poly Pomona community.
