Information Items
a. Chair's Report

Senators Sara Garver and Dennis Quinn have resigned from the Academic Senate to take appointments as interim associate deans in their respective colleges.  The election to replace Dr. Garver as Vice Chair of the Academic Senate will be taking place today.  The deadline for eligibility statements for the CLASS and CEIS senate vacancies is Thursday, January 28, 2016.  The goal is to have the new CLASS and CEIS senators seated at the February 17th Academic Senate meeting.
b. President’s Report

c. Provost’s Report

Provost Alva reported.

Provost Alva will be hosting a “town hall” meeting on February 9, 2016, from 12 – 2 p.m. in the Bronco Student Center, Ursa Major.  The topic of discussion will be the strategy of hiring new faculty around areas of strength and strategic affinities, “clusters”.  The President and the Provost are exploring the idea of “cluster” hiring and want to engage the faculty in the conversation.

The Provost has received approval to move ahead with proposal to lower summer fees for 2016.  This proposal reduces the fees for the summer term with a cost structure that encourages students to take more than one summer class. This approach should encourage students to graduate prior to the semester calendar.  

Questions – A senator asked if the policy of “enrollment based compensation” would remain in place for this summer school proposal.  Dr. Alva responded that enrollment based compensation is part of the faculty contract and therefore this policy would remain in place.  It was brought up that article 21 of the contract states that the President does not have to adopt the enrollment based compensation model.  Provost Alva stated that there is no indication that President Coley would overturn this policy.

f. Budget Report

Senator Lloyd reported.
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The Budget Committee report is also located on the Academic Senate website at:  http://www.cpp.edu/~senate/documents/packets/2015-16/01.27.16/01.27.16.shtml
The Budget Committee usually gets the University Budget Report in the fall but the meeting was postponed until this month.  The committee was pleased that the President attended the meeting to give the President’s Office perspective on the university budget. Overall, the President is optimistic regarding finances, but has concerns about the CSU structural deficit.  Since 2008, the CSU budget appropriations have been cut significantly and even though state legislature has replaced some of those funds, the CSU campuses are educating more students than in 2008.  No tuition increases are a condition of the Governor’s budget increases. There is a backlog of equipment, deferred maintenance, and construction.  There is also a change in the way the CSU finances new campus construction projects.  The individual campuses are responsible for funding of new construction out of their operating budget.

i. Semester Conversion Report
Senator Neto reported.

The Semester Conversion Steering Committee met on Monday, January 25, 2016.  There are approximately 3000 non-GE courses and 350 GE courses being converted.  Many of these courses will have to come through the senate and there have been conversations on how to handle the large volume of courses.  The GE Committee has requested recruitment for an Ad Hoc GE Subcommittee, but a work plan needs to be developed before funding for the committee will be approved.

The Advising Subcommittee has been developing a timeline and methodologies for advising.  Each college is developing an advising plan that is due to the subcommittee on Friday January 29, 2016.   There is a rubric for reviewing all the college plans.  The reviewers will be looking for synergy and commonalities between the colleges.

New Business


a. Vice Chair Election

Kevin Farmer, Chair, Elections and Procedures Committee, stated that Article II of the Bylaws states:

 “Upon resignation, any Senate Officer or Executive Committee member shall be replaced by majority vote of the Academic Senate at the next regularly scheduled meeting.”

Sara Garver has accepted an interim associate dean position in CLASS and therefore we must elect a new vice chair.  Nominations were opened on January 15th and the deadline to the Senate was January 22nd.  

Julie Shen, Related Areas was nominated and accepted the nomination.

Elections and Procedures Committee Chair, Kevin Farmer, conducted the election of the Vice Chair.

The candidate for Vice Chair – Julie Shen, Related Areas

M/s/p to elect Julie Shen, Related Areas, as Vice Chair of the Academic Senate to replace Sara Garver for the remainder of 2015-16.   The motion passed unanimously.

b. Resolution – Alternative Transportation
John Lloyd presented a PowerPoint presentation on Campus Transit.
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Currently there are no convenient on campus transit stops.  The transit stops that are available have no lighting or shelter.  They are not safe, attractive or convenient.  The recommendations are as follows:
· Work with transit agencies to bring buses back on campus

· Safe, convenient location for bus stops

· Make use of existing on-campus bus shelters

· Work with transit and alternative transportation users to develop Alternative Transportation Plan as part of campus master plan

M/s to adopt the Resolution Urging the Use of Alternative Transportation.
Whereas, Cal Poly Pomona Associated Students, Incorporated (ASI) has passed a "Resolution to Encourage University Partnerships for Alternative Modes of Transportation" (SR 2015-2016: 01) calling on the University to explore ways to work with local transit companies to improve alternative transportation and transit options for students and;

Whereas, Parking costs have steadily risen for students, creating a financial burden that make it more difficult for students to attend the University and;

Whereas, dependence on single occupancy vehicle (SOV) transportation requires the building and maintaining of expensive new parking structures by the University and;

Whereas, environmental sustainability and reduction of Greenhouse Gas (GHG) emissions is a major goal of Cal Poly Pomona and;

Whereas, a major portion of the University's GHG emissions come from transportation to and from the University and;

Whereas, transit and other alternative modes of transportation can reduce GHG emissions and help the University reach its climate commitment goals, therefore be it:

Resolved, That the Academic Senate of Cal Poly Pomona supports the ASI's call for the University to seek ways to work with local transit agencies to improve the convenience and affordability of transit to university students, faculty, and staff and;

Resolved, that in addition, an alternative transportation plan be included in the University's upcoming Master Plan and;

Resolved, that faculty, staff, and students who actually use alternative transportation be consulted to provide input on the alternative transportation plan and;

Resolved, that the campus master plan shall include goals and timetables for implementation of the alternative transportation plan and;

Resolved, that this resolution be distributed widely, including, but not limited to: University President, Dr. Soraya M. Coley and her cabinet; The ASI student government; University Staff Council; the Director of Parking and Transportation Services, Mr. Michael Biagi; AVP of Facilities Planning and Management, Walter Marquez; Director of Facilities, Mark Miller; University Chief of Police, Dario Robinson; The Poly Post; and the Students, Faculty, and Staff of Cal Poly Pomona.

Discussion - 

Currently students are paying the full cost of construction of new parking structures.  The campus needs to think holistically about transportation.  Alternative transportation plans need to be considered in the overall masterplan of the university.

Several senators stated that they fully support the Alternative Transportation resolution.

It was pointed out that it is very difficult to use the Metrolink to get to the campus.  The senator from ENV stated that there was a 10-month study done in 2012 (and is available on DVD) and that if there were a Metrolink Station on Temple Avenue near the campus the ridership would significantly increase.

The ASI Senator stated that many students are concerned about the lack of alternative transportation on the campus and thanked Senator Lloyd for writing the resolution and bringing it to the Senate floor.  
Provost Alva also thanked Senator Lloyd for bringing this important topic to the Academic Senate and the campus community at-large. She stated that both she and President Coley are deeply committed to trying to solve this problem and to honor our own core values around sustainability.  She added that when you look at the programs available Cal Poly Pomona there is a pool of very talented faculty and others that can be very instrumental in shaping the conversation around the master plan and how we ensure smooth alternative transportation lines to the main campus and the Lanterman property. Both Provost Alva and President Coley support this resolution.

The motion to adopt the Resolution Urging the Use of Alternative Transportation was passed unanimously.

c. Resolution – Emeritus, Charles Hale

Senator Alex presented the emeritus resolution for Charles Hale.
Charles Hale, Mathematics and Statistics Department, has retired after the regular Emeritus cycle and would like to receive the rights and privileges of Lecturer Emeritus.  The Department has recommended that he be given emeritus privileges.  The Department has submitted a formal resolution.  The award will be presented in June 2016.  

M/s/p that the Academic Senate recommend to President Coley that Charles Hale, Mathematics and Statistics Department, be given the rights and privileges of Lecturer Emeritus upon retirement. 

The motion passed unanimously.

The Provost’s Office shall study the proposed schedules to determine if any additional minor changes are needed to the proposed time modules.  If it is determined that such changes are needed, the Provost’s Office, in consultation with the Academic Senate Academic Affairs and Executive Committees, may implement the required changes.

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Discussion - 

Academic Affairs Committee Chair Phyllis Nelson presented the attached PowerPoint presentation. 
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The PowerPoint presentation summarized the following concerns addressed by the proposed time modules and final exams schedule:
1. Flexibility to accommodate individual schedule needs of departments:

a. Availability of faculty, especially part-time lecturers and tenure-track research plans

b. Availability of appropriate instructional spaces

c. Conflicts among courses commonly taken together by majors

d. Sufficient flexibility for schedule at the department and college level to avoid conflicts at the upper-division and graduate level where a higher fraction of courses are taken within the department and college

e. Use of specialized facilities, such as laboratories

2. Space utilization:  It is essential to schedule and generate FTES across the modules and days.  This can help reduce the space and facility-related constraints.  It also signals to CSU authorities that the campus is working toward a more efficient use of existing instructional space.

3. Student Success:  To the extent possible, the time module toolbox should encourage schedule that supports the ability of students to enroll in the courses they need for timely graduation.

4. Preservations of the U-Hour:  Noon to 1:00 p.m. on Tuesday and Thursday has been a time when no classes are scheduled in order to provide for a time for campus-wide meetings.  There shall be no time modules that overlap this time.

5. Mechanism for requesting deviations:  Currently, time module deviations are requested and processed individually by course and quarter.  This procedure can be burdensome for departments with consistent needs for deviations, so some mechanism for broader acceptance of recurring deviations should be provided.
The priorities addressed by this report are the following:

1. The most common course under semester conversion is the three-unit lecture, followed by a four-unit lecture.  Thus, careful design of the available time modules for these courses should have the highest priority.

2. The polytechnic identity of our university involves a commitment to experiential learning in laboratories, activities, and design studios.  These courses require more hours than units, and therefore have a high potential to create challenges for student success.  A clear plan for supporting these courses is addressed by the proposed time modules.
At this point in time, this is the best plan to move forward with, but we do not have data.  The time modules will need to be re-evaluated when scheduling for semester conversion begins.  The report recommendation addresses these potential changes by stating that “if any additional minor changes are needed to the proposed time modules.  If it is determined that such changes are needed, the Provost’s Office, in consultation with the Academic Senate Academic Affairs and Executive Committees, may implement the required changes.”
The motion to adopt passed unanimously.
c. GE-009-145, ARC 111 – An Introduction to the Theory and Practice of Descriptive Geometry (GE Sub-Area C2) –  FIRST READING
M/s/p to bring GE-009-145, ARC 111 – An Introduction to the Theory and Practice of Descriptive Geometry (GE Sub-Area C2), to the senate floor as a First Reading.

GE Committee Chair Mahmood Ibrahim presented the background on this report.
The GE Committee received the ARC 111 referral in winter 2015.  At the end of the spring quarter, the committee voted and approved the course to be included in GE sub-area C2, with the understanding that all required consultation was complete.  During the first reading on July 22, 2015, the philosophy department expressed concerns about this course being considered for the GE sub-area C2 category.  The GE Committee agreed to address their concerns.
Additional consultation and discussions were held and it became clear that the philosophy department was not working with the correct ECO.  With this realization, the GE Committee requested a postponement of the Second Reading until the October 21, 2015 Academic Senate meeting citing that the report needed a broader consultation, and that there have been suggestions that this course should be categorized as a C1 rather than a C2.  

At the October 21, 2015 Academic Senate meeting ARC 111 was “tabled” to conduct further consultation since the GE Committee had reopened the referral because the ECO had been revised.  After further consideration, the committee voted to reverse their original recommendation and not to recommend this course for GE sub-area C2.
RECOMMENDATION:

The GE Committee does not recommend that ARC 111/A be approved as a GE Area C2 course.

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Discussion – 

It was inquired why the committee now feels that this course does not meet the requirements of GE sub-area C2.  Senator Ibrahim responded that the course is very specific and too narrowly defined to be a general education course in terms of the subject matter.  Secondly, the requirements of the course are specific to a particular discipline, even though the author did try to align some of the changes in descriptive geometry to historical periods, the committee felt that the emphasis of the course was on descriptive geometry aspect rather than the philosophical, civilizational aspect.  There is also additional cost of approximately $200 imposed on students to take this class and the committee believed that there should not be an additional financial burden to take a GE course. 
Senator Prichard-Schmitzberger requested clarification on how an introduction to theory and practice course is too specific of a topic to be classified as a general education course.  There has always been a critical overlap between the theory and practice with descriptive geometry.  This is not a technical course, this is more the theory and implications around descriptive geometry, not about doing descriptive geometry and, therefore, I think this course fits in perfectly with EO 1100 which states “students will cultivate intellect, imagination, sensibility and sensitivity.  Students will respond subjectively as well as objectively to aesthetic experiences and will develop an understanding of the integrity of both emotional and intellectual responses. Students will cultivate and refine their affective, cognitive, and physical faculties through studying great works of the human imagination.”

The course author, Professor Ortenberg, described why he proposed this course as a GE sub-area C2 course.  On page 2 of GE-009-145 Report, First Reading, it states that ARC 111 meets the following criteria: “Courses will enable students to examine critically the philosophical ideas and theories around which different civilizations have been organized, and to explore complex developments of those civilizations.”  Central to this course is history of graphic convention that covers a large area of technical, scientific and mapping conventions.  The theory of description geometry covers areas of geography, science, technology, religion and politics.  This course explains architectural theory, matter and conventions based on philosophical discourses, which are accessible to beginning students especially when taught in combination with graphic exercises.  The graphic exercises in this course have nothing to do with technical drafting. 

Senator Kopplin, as a member of the GE Committee, stated that there was the philosophy department did not think this course met the criteria for sub-area C2 siting EC 1033 requirement that “…area C excludes courses that exclusively emphasize skills development.”  But, after the detailed explanation during today’s meeting, he has better sense that this is not a course only for architecture students. 
Per the course author, this course is not just for architecture students.  The course consists of a three (3) unit lecture component and a one (1) unit lab component.  In the lecture there is no assessment of drawing skills or exercises.  The course contains very minimal requirements for drawing exercises.  
In support of the proposal, one senator mentioned that an expense of $200 should not be a constraint to classifying this course as a GE course.  There are other GE courses, e.g. chemistry, calculus, where the text books are very expensive and/or have lab fees. Several senators agreed with this statement. In support of the proposal, one senator mentioned that in Engineering, the descriptions and presentations that are used on two-dimensional media to describe all types of things have huge legal implications and are the basis of many types of contracts, not just in architecture, but in many areas of engineering.  This course would be very beneficial for a large variety of students to understand this way of describing the world and the implications on our legal system.
Senator Prichard-Schmitzberger stated that architecture, as a broader field, has always been linked to humanities, philosophy, and most of the sciences. There is the perception that architects are just people who put bricks and mortar together, but there is a cultural impact of architecture and there is a great opportunity in a polytechnic institution to offer a course like this that introduces the profession of architecture to a larger audience.   

The body was reminded that this report is being considered a first reading because the committee has reversed their original recommendation.  Senators are encouraged to look very carefully at the course, to look at the nature of GE and to consult with people in your college and to faculty in philosophy and architecture.  It is important to do the “leg work” prior to the next senate meeting so we can avoid having a very fractious and prolonged conversation.

The history department discussion was that it seemed that this was primarily an architecture course that draws on philosophy and wondered if it was an appropriate to be used as a foundational philosophy and civilization course for lower division GE sub-area C2.  The response to this concern was that architecture is the physical facts of civilization.  That is why it is hard to understand that there is no GE course that addresses architecture in our cultural environment. The differentiation is that this course is designed by architects but is not only for architects.  Descriptive geometry cuts through so many fields that its origin and history would be beneficial and interested to a broad population of students. 
The question was asked why this is not being considered as a sub-area C1 course or a C4 synthesis course.  The author’s response was that if a course is too specific, which is what has been said about this course, it cannot be considered a synthesis course. Area C1 is a visual and performing arts requirement, but this course has been stated to be a technical drafting course, so it does not fit in C1. These are the best arguments for this course being in C2; it is a course where students can get acquainted with issues that are not architecture, not art, not engineering, but are important to civilization in general, which is the definition of sub-area C2.
Chair Eskandari reminded the body that this is a first reading and this report will be voted on at the February 17, 2016 meeting. 
The Academic Senate meeting adjourned at 4:40 p.m.
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l. Bargaining

The third and final fact-finding meeting took place on Jan. 13th. We have been told the fact-finder’s report will
not be ready until mid- to late March, after which there will be a ten-day ‘blackout’ period, when neither side can
do anything. At the end of that period, the report is made public, and CSU is likely to impose its last, ‘best’ offer
of a 2% raise to the compensation pool for our bargaining unit, regardless of what it says. The other bargaining
units (CSUEU and other staff unions) have accepted the 2% offer, but are rooting for us, owing to the “me, too”
clause in their contracts (i.e., if we are given 5%, they will get that, too).

Concerns addressed - 1

Flexibility to accommodate individual scheduling needs of departments: 



availability of faculty, especially part-time lecturers and tenure-track research plans

availability of appropriate instructional spaces.

conflicts among courses commonly taken together by majors

sufficient flexibility for scheduling at the department and college level to avoid conflicts at the upper-division and graduate level where a higher fraction of courses are taken within the department and college

use of specialized facilities such as laboratories



Extensive campus consultation by the Academic Senate Academic Affairs Committee during the 2014-15 academic year clearly indicated a desire to significantly broaden the scheduling options from the current set of approved time modules, which were adopted in 1990.







Concerns addressed - 2

Space utilization: It is essential to schedule and generate FTES across the modules and days. This can help reduce space and facility-related constraints. It also signals to CSU authorities that the campus is working toward a more efficient use of existing instructional space.

Student success: To the extent possible, the time module toolbox should encourage scheduling that supports the ability of students to enroll in the courses they need for timely graduation.

Concerns addressed - 3

Preservation of the U-Hour: Noon to 1:00 p.m. on Tuesday and Thursday has been a time when no classes are scheduled in order to provide a time for compus-wide meetings.  There shall be no time modules that overlap this time.

Mechanism for requesting deviations: Currently, time module deviations are requested and processed individually by course and quarter.  This procedure can be burdensome for departments with consistent needs for deviations, so some mechanism for broader acceptance of recurring deviations should be provided.





Priorities addressed

The most common course under semester conversion is the three-unit lecture, followed by the four-unit lecture.  Thus, careful design of the available time modules for these courses should have the highest priority.



The polytechnic identity of our university involves a commitment to experiential learning in laboratories, activities, and design studios.  These courses require more hours than units, and therefore have a high potential to create challenges for student success. A clear plan for supporting these courses is required.

TITLE OF REFERRAL: ARC 111 — An Introduction to the Theory and Practice of
Description Geometry (GE Sub-area C2)

BACKGROUND: New course proposed for GE Sub-area C2. The course will
develop the skills in visual communication, and discuss its role in the Western
civilization and contemporary culture.

Until the digital revolution, descriptive geometry was among mandatory high
school classes, further reinforced by advanced college courses in the core of a
wide variety of disciplines, especially within applied science, engineering, and
technology curricula. Architects and artists had to go through even more rigorous
studies that included various methods of perspective construction, and shade
and shadow representation.

As many of tedious drafting and diagramming tasks became easily performed on
a computer, descriptive geometry vanished from high school and university
catalogues. And yet, an increasing number of educators in various fields discover
that the proficiency of computer image manipulation does not necessarily
translate into an ability to visualize form and space. This ability is best developed
through exercises that teach conventions of representing three-dimensional
reality in two-dimensional media. The proposed course will combine a selection
of such exercises with an introduction to 3-d modeling software. It will also
include a number of readings dealing with the history of graphic representation
and its role in the evolution of Western civilization.

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2015-16 University Budget Overview

Originally scheduled for fall, postponed. 

In attendance: President Coley, CFO Quillian, D. Labordo, M. Lopez. 

Main takeaways:  

President and CFO are optimistic about CPP overall. 

CPP is in better shape financially than many other CSUs. 

However, CSU has a structural financial issue--and that means CPP too. 

President continues close scrutiny of Campus budget "in the weeds."  
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CSU structural deficit

Since 2008, CSU budget appropriations were cut by approx. $1B (out of approx. $6B total budget). 

State legislature has replaced approx. $600M of the reduction, but CSU is educating more students than we were in 2008.  

No tuition increases are a condition of Governor's modest budget increases.  

Reserves have been used since 2008 to avoid massive layoffs, class cuts. 

BoT requested, and Gov. funded reasonable increase, but not sufficient to meet all our operational needs. 

Backlog of equipment, deferred maintenance, and construction. 

Campuses now responsible for funding new construction out of operating budget (PPP?).

VII. Course Outline
The below course outline addresses ARC 111A as well as ARC111
As many contemporary philosophers have argued, one of the most distinctive features of the
Western-European civilization is its ocular-centric essence. The proposed course addresses this
feature by following the rich cultural history that produced the contemporary conventions of
architectural and technical drawing. The basic technics of representing depth in two-dimensional
media—such as perspective, axonometric, and orthographic types of images—are explained in
the context of paradigm shifts, during which each of these technique emerged and / or gained the
status of the privileged tool of design and communication. The survey mentions some ancient and
non-western examples; however its main focus is directed towards the six-centuries-old tradition
that starts with the Renaissance “invention” of projective drawings—when the understanding of
the laws of geometry and its representation was considered as an art form and a production
device, but also as a spiritual pursuit—to the normalization of these techniques in the end of the
18‘hcentury—when they became devoid of any mystical or philosophical overtone. They have
since then been considered neutral and objective instruments to solve practical problems. This
view effectively obscures their political implications such as the roles they played in establishing
the Western-European domination over non-western world, and in privileging male chauvinist
gaze.

The course emphasizes the essential role that the means of visual explanation have played in the
shaping of our civilization, a major device of the post-Renaissance artistic practices—which, at
the same time, made the Western-European technological project possible. It also introduces the
20" century intellectual tradition that draws from thinkers such as Martin Heidegger, Maurice
Merleau-Ponty, Michel Foucault, Jacques Derrida, and Gilles Deleuze, all of whom expressed
deep concerns about the Western-European vision-centered interpretation of knowledge, beauty,
and truth.

The readings for the course and the explanation of the descriptive geometry rules will be based
on the texts by architectural theorists such as Yves-Alain Bois, Mario Carpa, Jonathan Crary,
Robin Evans, Alberto Pérez-Gémez, and others whose interpretation of architectural
representation was influenced by the works of the above philosophers.
