We promote EQUITY by providing students with a range of services throughout their
enrollment if they maintain full-time status, make satisfactory academic progress,
and fulfill program requirements. Although 99% of EOP students entering Cal Poly
Pomona meet the University's regular admission requirements, we provide ACCESS

for a limited number of first-time freshmen who do not qualify. o
