Turn Off Lights
Use energy efficient lighting. Turn off lights every time you leave
your office/room or use occupancy sensors.

Reduce Power Use
Shut down computers, printers, and copiers when not in use and
set up sleep mode when not in use 15 minutes or longer. Use low
power modes when possible.

Regulate the Temperature
Set the thermostat to 78 degrees in the summer and 68 degrees
in the winter.

Stop Water Waste
Conserve water whenever possible. Report any water leaks to
Facilities Customer Services at x3030.  

Use Energy Star or EPEAT Certified Products
Purchase and use these products which meet strict energy
conservation criteria and address product lifecycle.

Reduce Paper Use

printer for every 10 employees.

When ordering printer paper or office stationary, always use
recycled paper.

Print Double-Sided
Set your printer and copy machine to double-sided print.

Have a reuse area designated as a space to share office supplies
and binders.
