This is likely something specific to our program, but we are trying to adapt to what our students need. Our target demographic is teachers. In
2021-22 and 2022-23, we had several students aspiring to do the credential and MA. This has led to conversation to thinking about what is most
useful for graduate students as students and teachers in terms of curriculum and scheduling. UC Irvine and other schools offer such programs. Is
this something we want to explicitly offer as an MA/Cred track? And what would that mean for our Cohort system, which continues to be highly
valued by our graduates as expressed in their exit interviews?
