
 
English & Modern Languages Advising Milestones 
English Education major option – 4-year students 
 
Meeting these milestones will keep you on track to graduation: try to complete the following 
requirements by the year in your education indicated. You should plan to take 10 courses per year 
(averaging 5 per semester). You need 120 semester units to graduate. 
 
Year 1 
• GE A2: Written Communication – ENG 1100 + 1101: Stretch Composition I + II  or  ENG 1103: 

First-year Composition 
• GE B4: Quantitative Reasoning – MAT 1900/A + 1910: Quantitative Reasoning and Problem-

Solving  or  STA 1201/A + STA 1202: Statistics with Applications Stretch I + II 
• GE C2b: Foreign Language – You will need to successfully complete a course at the 2000 

(Intermediate) level for the major. If you need to begin a language at the Elementary level, that 
means you would take two semesters at the Elementary level, and then you’ll fulfill the 
requirement by taking a third semester at the Intermediate level. 

• Major required core – ENG 2200: Introduction to English Linguistics (prerequisite for some 
upper-division linguistics courses) 

• Other lower-division GE courses: A1, A3 (completing A2 is a prerequisite), B1, B2, B3, C1, C2a, 
D1, D2, D3, E. Note that your Degree Curriculum Sheet specifies which courses to take for A1, C1, 
and D4. 

 
Year 2 
• GE A3: Critical Thinking (if you didn’t in your first year) 
• Make progress on other lower-division GE courses (everything except B5, C3, and D4) 
• Take at least one subplan/option elective literary foundations course (prerequisite for 3000-

level literature classes); ideally, take all four  
 
Year 3 
• Major required core – ENG 3000: Introduction to Literary Studies (prerequisite for all 4000-level 

literature courses) 
• Subplan/option required elective – ENG 3110: Introduction to Rhetorical Theory (prerequisite 

for all 4000-level literature courses) 
• Pedagogical Foundations – ENG 3153: Theory to Practice in Student Literacy 
• Complete lower-division GE courses 
• Begin upper-division GE courses (B5, C3, D4). Note that your Degree Curriculum Sheet 

specifies which courses to take for C3 and D4. 
• Make progress on your major required core, subplan/option required core, and 

subplan/option electives 
• Take the Graduation Writing Test (GWT) 
 
Year 4 
• Option capstone – ENG 4630: English Education Assessment Seminar 
• Complete major required core, subplan/option required core, and subplan/option electives 
• Complete upper-division GE courses

English Education major option – 2-year students 
 
Meeting these milestones will keep you on track to graduation: try to complete the following 
requirements by the year in your education indicated. You should plan to take 10 courses per year 
(averaging 5 per semester). You need 120 semester units to graduate. 
 
Year 1 
• Check whether you need to take any courses required for lower-division GEs 
• If you haven’t taken all of the subplan/option elective literary foundations courses you need 

(one each in British literature, American literature, world literature, and children’s/adolescent 
literatures), make progress on those. (Taking at least one is a prerequisite for 3000-level literature 
courses.) 

• Major required core – ENG 2200: Introduction to English Linguistics (prerequisite for some 
upper-division linguistics courses) 

• Major required core – ENG 3000: Introduction to Literary Studies (prerequisite for all 4000-level 
literature courses) 

• Subplan/option required elective – ENG 3110: Introduction to Rhetorical Theory (prerequisite 
for all 4000-level literature courses) 

• Pedagogical Foundations – ENG 3153: Theory to Practice in Student Literacy 
• GE C2b: Foreign Language – You need to successfully complete a course at the 2000 

(Intermediate) level for the major. If you need to begin a language at the Elementary level, that 
means you would take two semesters at the Elementary level, and then you’ll fulfill the 
requirement by taking a third semester at the Intermediate level. 

• Begin upper-division GE courses (B5, C3, D4). Note that your Degree Curriculum Sheet 
specifies which courses to take for C3 and D4. 

• Make progress on your major required core, subplan/option required core, and 
subplan/option electives 

• Take the Graduation Writing Test (GWT) 
 
Year 2 
• Option capstone – ENG 4630: English Education Assessment Seminar 
• Complete major required core, subplan/option required core, and subplan/option electives 
• Complete upper-division GE courses
