I. Catalog Description 
 
This course is designed to foster collaborative skills in pianists. Sight-reading, rehearsal 
and performance of collaborative vocal and instrumental repertoire of many styles. 
Develops ensemble skills such as balance, rhythm and timing when playing with other 
musicians.   
 
II. Required Coursework and Background 
 
Enrollment by audition. 
 
III. Expected Outcomes 
 
Students will gain experience in rehearsing and preparation for musical performances in 
class, in the concert hall, or for the recording studio.

2. Sound proof studio for the lesson 
3. Keyboard appropriate for the course. 

 
VII. Course Outline 
 
Week by week rehearsing of assigned repertoire. 
Sight-reading of material (not necessarily intended for performance). 
 
VIII. Instructional Methods 
 
Instructor will select repertory and direct rehearsal goals. 
Students will rehearse as an ensemble at least 3 times per week. 
Students will receive weekly coachings with assigned practice and performance goals 
from the instructor. 
 
IX. Evaluation of Outcomes 
 
Students will be evaluated on the quality of their work. 
There is to be a performance during the assigned final exam time for the class. 
Alternatively, a public concert of 45 minutes may be scheduled at an appropriate time 
during the semester.
