Our experience has been that these procedures have taken people between 10 to 15 minutes to complete.  These personality descriptors and incomplete sentences are fairly simple terms and sentences, and we do not anticipate you experiencing any discomfort or other negative feelings when responding to items in this study.


Your participation in this study is completely voluntary.  Should you decide to discontinue participation, you may do so without penalty.  You may also skip any item you do not wish to complete.  Your participation in this study may help you understand the nature of psychological inquiry.  We are not asking you to place your name anywhere on the experimental booklet, so your participation is anonymous.  None of your answers can be directly traced back to you.  After you complete the booklet, please place it in the box provided by the experimenter.
